A personal favor – if possible, edit 
out the use of “in-law” – e.g., change “John Doe, father-
in-law of Jane Doe” to “John Doe, father of Jim Doe.” 
        Make Sure the Recently Deceased Are Included – It 
is especially important that you provide the names of 
people who have died since November 1, 2020. Their 
names will be included in the necrology AND displayed 
on trees in the baptismal font.  
        Paper Submissions – If you know a computer-shy 
person who wants to submit names, let them know they 
can fill out one of the paper forms on the table in the 
Gathering Space.

Behind the Scenes of This Week’s Readings 
Today’s Gospel: Mark 10:35-45 

The Gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke are often 
referred to as the synoptic gospels because they 
narrate the life of Jesus in a similar fashion, often 
with the same sequence of events. Despite this 
similarity or approach, some of their details may  
differ. For example, in todays’ gospel Mark tells how 
the sons of Zebedee, James and John, ask Jesus 
for a place of glory in the coming kingdom. Matthew 
tells the same story (Mt.20:20) but in his version, it 
is their mother who asks Jesus for a place of glory 
for her sons. No matter who does the asking, how-
ever, Jesus” answer is the same.

Mostly, it reminds us to
speak other people’s languages—figuratively, if not literally—when
sharing the Good News.
