1 Samuel 26:2, 7-9, 12-13, 22-23
1 Corinthians 15:45-49
Luke 6: 27-38

Behind the Scenes of This Week’s Readings
Today’s Gospel- Luke 6:17, 20-26

The Beatitudes appear twice in the New Testament:
in Luke’s Gospel today and in Matthew 5:1-10. Like
much of the content of the Gospels, the stories are
the same but the details often differ. Because Mat-
thew’s readers were mostly Jewish, he included ref-
erences to their Hebrew Scriptures with which they
were familiar. For this reason, he portrays Jesus on
a hill when he preaches about the Beatitudes just as
Moses was on Mount Sinai when he received the
Ten Commandments from God (Exodus 34:1-5).
Luke’s Gospel was written later than Matthew and
by then his audience was primarily Gentile converts
who were not familiar with the Hebrew Scriptures, so
he does not make the same comparison to Moses
that Matthew does. Instead, Jesus stands on

“a stretch of level ground” when he preaches the Be-

atitudes to the crowd.

Time to
unite spirit and intellect to help us understand the glories and
challenges God's creation presents to us.

Mysteries, which included the Baptism of the Lord, the Wedding at
Cana, the Proclamation of the Kingdom, the Transfiguration, and
the Institution of the Eucharist. Each of these additional mysteries
reveals a facet of the identity of the Lord. Saint Irenaeus wrote of
the Transfiguration: “The glory of God is a live human being and a
truly human life is the vision of God.” Take time to know Jesus
better by praying the Luminous Mysteries.
